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Mr. Wang Haichen is responsible for industrial development of the Shunyi District of Beijing.  In this capacity, he maintains and operates many economic zones, including ones for logistics, printing, motor manufacturing, and other industries.  With a primary focus on airport logistics, he manages a complex relationship between the Shunyi District government and the Beijing International Airport, which is also located nearby.  All aqua sports during the 2008 Olympics will take place within the Shunyi District; thus Mr. Wang is a key organizer of next year’s Olympic Games.  
During his fellowship, Mr. Wang explored social development in large cities and learned how U.S. cities cope with migrating populations from rural areas, and how major airports support and/or hinder expansion of local economies.

Mr. Wang concluded that there are three major reasons why the U.S. has been able to develop so quickly compared to other industrialized nations:

· Standardization of safety, quality and consistency in products and services;

· The Internet as a means to effectively and efficiently communicate;

· Innovation as a necessity to generate wealth and create business “breakthoughs.”

To discuss the impact that standards, the Internet and innovation have on industrial development in the United States, Wang Haichen met with leaders involved in comprehensive urban planning environments.  He was interested in finding out why and how leaders are compelled by local economies to grow, evolve and sustain themselves in an increasingly globally competitive arena.  Leadership is at the core of this goal, and to experience this, he met with several elected officials—Governor Huntsman (R-Utah), State Treasurer Tim Cahill (D-Massachusetts); and Senator Chevraunt (D, Arizona).  Leaders who have been appointed by state legislatures or governors also played an important part in Mr. Wang’s program.  He met with many airport commissions (Wayne County Airport,  Phoenix Sky Harbor Airport, Memphis International Airport), as well as major logistic companies’ operations (UPS and Fed-Ex) in Salt Lake City, Memphis and Newark, New Jersey.  Each of these gave him a better understanding of the relationship each level of government plays in the urban planning process.
Mr. Wang was further able to visit with managers of major sports teams (Arizona Suns, Philadelphia 76ers, Houston Rockets) to consider the role that sports play in regional economies and to learn more about venue management.  His interest in sporting teams pertains to his work with the 2008 Summer Olympics aquatics events.  
Mr. Wang was met by three Eisenhower sponsors: MBIA, AIG, and Ms. Gina Chu.  As key players in a market-driven economy, as well as leaders in urbanization efforts, they presented different and important perspectives of success that were useful to him.
In Mr. Wang’s words, the Eisenhower program “opened the window and made my view wider.  By this platform, I have built valuable connections” that will help to achieve continued professional successes in China.
